TODAY:
Work is getting in the way of our President Scott. In Sydney again today and Past President Geoff took over. Things got underway at 12.35pm.
Thanks Giving was presented by Paul McKeon and the Toast was proposed by Geoff Knight.
Our Guests today were Judy Smith and Phil Price, Coffs Coast Cycle Challenge and Neil Manson, President of Coffs Harbour Centenary of Rail.
Past President Geoff called on Craig McMahon to come forward with his sponsor, Bob Carle. Geoff then had the honour of inducting Craig into the
membership of Coffs City Rotary. Following the induction the members
responded in the usual manner. Welcome Craig.

Reports:
Secretary, Bill Langler advised that he had nothing to report other than that the

board will look at the idea of the club / members purchasing new dinner badges.
More on this later. 
Treasurer, John Walker also had no report.
Judy Smith advised members that Peter Jackson was again in hospital with a 

blood clot following his earlier operation to insert a pace maker. The specialist 
was to see Peter on Monday. It is expected that Peter will be home on Tuesday.

Peter Lindsay, who heads up the International Portfolio, advised that his 
group comprises, Fiona Thwaites, Geoff Knight and Bernard Spry and that 
they will be working on things international.

Peter also noted that the ‘End Polio Now’ correspondence had advised that there were no new reported cases of polio in Nigeria in recent times. This is another breakthrough in this massive programe.

Peter also advised that he has the annual RAWCS (Rotary Australia World Community Service) stickers available and has requested that all members purchase a sticker for $10.00 to help this worthy cause.
Brian Leiper reported that he attended the SCU and presented the Jim Bloomfield Award for 2015. The recipient was Kellie Cochran who excelled in the Bachelor of Nursing course. Brian reported that he spoke to Kellie after the ceremony. Kellie advised that she was about to commence a practical session at Broken Hill Hospital which she has to pay for herself and the sponsorship from our club would be of great benefit in covering part of that expense. She also mentioned that once her four teenaged children were ‘off her hands’ she would like to get involved in remote nursing.

Kellie appeared to be a very worthy recipient of our sponsorship.

It was also pleasing to see the Jim Bloomfield Honour Board in place at the ceremony and up to date.

Brian also reported that the club’s applicant to the NYSF, Remy Bordignon, had been successful in gaining acceptance to go to Canberra NYSF in January 2016. We will request that Remy come to a future meeting to let us know of his experience at the Walcha selection interview. It would appear that our other applicant, Esha Abrahams, has not yet been advised as to whether she gained selection.
Jay Clowes endorsed Bob Carle’s earlier suggestion that all members consider registering as an organ donor. The process is very easy. Here is the website address so you and log on.

As Bob advised this is the DG partner’s project this year.

George Cecato advised members of the project by Coffs Harbour Rotary and DayBreak Rotary regarding the pathway from the South Wall to Gallows Beach which will be dedicated to the Late Wayne Glenn. The pathway will be called the Wayne Glenn Rotary Walk and will be officially opened shortly.
Fund raising for this project is currently underway. 
Past President Geoff called on Ian McAllister to introduce our guest speaker, Neil Manson.
Neil is a train historian, particularly with regard to the development of train transport in and around Coffs Harbour. He commenced his talk about the proposed Centenary of Rail by giving us a run down on the history of rail in Coffs.

His main purpose of his visit was to tell us of the proposed festival incorporating ‘Coffs Harbour Centenary of Rail’. It is the 100 year anniversary of the railway in Coffs and the ongoing festival will be called ‘Smoke of the Water Festival’. The event will incorporate rail, ship and air travel with steam trains, tall ships and vintage aircraft visiting Coffs over the time of the festival. There will also be a vintage car display as well as a model train exhibition in the Jetty High School hall. Neil advised that the costs of getting these vintage ships, trains and aircraft to Coffs is substantial, for example, the steam trains costs around $8,000 and the DC3 some $40,000. Many of the aircraft, including five ‘war birds’ will be here courtesy of their owners, at no cost.

Neil advised that tickets are available on line for the many rides available. Looking at the statistics Neil provided there are some 16 train rides available from 27 to 31 August, including a ride to Casino and return on the 31 August.  The are also 16 flights you can book on the DC3 including a flight from Port Macquarie 

to Coffs. So far, with only two newspaper advertisements, there is some $45K in confirmed and paid for bookings. Neil advised that if you want to participate get onto the website and book your tickets.

Past President Geoff then called on Geoff Knight to oppose a vote of thanks to Neil which was acknowledged by the members.
